Patrice DeLisser, CEO of
Indie Go Inspire

Founded in 2016 in Phila-
delphia, Indie Go Inspire
initially carved its niche by
orchestrating music produc-
tion events spotlighting in-
dependent artists and musi-
cians throughout the city.
This endeavor blossomed in
2018 with the launch of the
first Indie Music Confer-
ence, aimed at demystifying
the music industry for aspir-
ing talents. The conference
featured experts in radio,
marketing, copywriting,

publishing, and more, offer-
ing invaluable insights.

In 2019, Patrice DeLisser
steered Indie Go Inspire to-
wards a global presence.
The launch of the streetwear
line "One Voice. One
Sound." was not just a fash-
ion statement but a resonant
response to social injustice
against people of color. "We
have more in common than
we do differences," Patrice
asserts. "Music is a univer-
sal thread, binding diverse
cultures. Whether in a re-
mote hut or a Midtown
Manhattan high-rise, music
is integral to all cultures.
The One Voice. One Sound
Collection celebrates this
shared gift."

Continuing its mission to
bridge cultural divides, In-
die Go Inspire is set to un-
veil "Rep Your Section" in
spring 2024. This collection
underscores a broader social
conscience, encouraging
individuals to lead lives
marked by integrity, love,
and service, regardless of
their profession.

It feels great getting
back into the TV space. My
first experience was with
BET.

Iconic Moments: "You've
excelled in numerous areas,
from DJing for President
Obama to being the regular
DJ for the Eagles. Out of all
these incredible experienc-
es, which moment stands
out as the most iconic for
you?"

DJ Diamond Kuts: All of
the jobs I get hold a special
place in my heart, honestly.
They are all different and
exciting. I do so many dif-
ferent events and am able to
play a wide range of differ-
ent music. The experiences
for me are always different
and I love each and every
one.

Bucket List Ambitions:
"With so many achieve-
ments under your belt, what
aspirations or goals do you

still have on your bucket
list? Is there a particular
milestone or project you're
eager to accomplish?"

DJ Dimond Kuts: Music! 1
want to get deeper into mu-
sic and continue to build my
nonprofit organization.
Passing on the Legacy:
"Considering your profound
impact on the DJing scene,
is your son interested in fol-
lowing in your footsteps?
How do you feel about
passing on your DJ legacy
to him or to the next genera-
tion?"

DJ Dimond Kuts: I would
love to do that If he’s inter-
ested in DJing. Right now, I
don’t force any of my
dreams onto him. He’s still
so young; I love watching
him be free and creative. He
has so much talent, he’s re-
ally into animation. He
loves doing stop-motion
videos; He loves playing
Football and basketball. I
don’t know what his future
holds, but I will be support-
ive of whatever it is.

Vision for the Future:
"Looking ahead, what new
frontiers are you excited to
explore in your career? Are
there any emerging genres,
technologies, or collabora-
tions that you believe will
shape the future of music in
the coming years?"

DJ Diamond Kuts: I'm ex-
cited about the music!
Watching new artists
emerge, and their unique
sounds keeps things excit-
ing. I’'m also happy that
more people are embracing
country music. [’ve been
listening to country music
for years, old and new. I'm
expecting to see more R&B
artists and some rap artists
to jump on the wave like
Beyonce did.

Community Engagement
and Grants: "You're known
for your commitment to
community events, such as

the Christmas event and the
annual Best Vibe Ever,
which recently received a
grant. Can you share more
about these initiatives and
the organization that provid-
ed the grant? What enhance-
ments can we expect from
this year's event thanks to
the grant?"

DJ Diamond Kuts: I was so
happy to receive the grant
not just because of the mon-
ey but because the city sees
the potential and needs to
have events like The Best
Vibe Ever for the communi-
ty. I had a vision to do BVE
years ago and to see how far
it has come is a dream come
true. We’re going into the
4th year bigger than before.
We are planning it now, so |
can’t speak on the enhance-
ments just yet, but there will
be differences. I'm so
thankful

Personal Reflections on
Fame: "Having been in the
spotlight for much of your
life, do you ever long for
moments of normalcy away
from the public eye? What
keeps you grounded and
connected to your authentic
self amid the demands of
fame?"

DJ Dimond Kuts: My fami-
ly keeps me grounded.
